SRS Document Review Checklist

· Does the document provide a comprehensive specification of the system? 

· Has any functionality been omitted?
The group noted that in the Use Case appendix an “explore” function was mentioned. This function was added to the SRS document.

Within this use case a “map” function was also mentioned. Interpreted as a graphical log of the robot’s movement history, this function was added to the SRS document.

In going through the Appendix A document, the group noticed that the SRS document never explicitly mentioned monitoring battery voltages. This was added to the SRS.
Aside from the aforementioned revisions, the group examined the Appendix A document and were satisfied that the SRS document covered all of the requirements.
· Does the SRS document overstep its bounds?

The group agreed that the document did a good job in sticking to defining requirements as opposed to design, as well as keeping to the on-board software as opposed to the user interface.
· Is there unclear or confusing wording in the document?

The group noted that the SRS section on “robot loss of contact” was unclearly worded and decided to change the wording in order to clarify the requirement.
Aside from the aforementioned revision, the group read over the SRS document and decided that the language was clear and precise.
· Does the document “match” the partner group’s document in terms of specifications and requirements?

Maybe when the partner group gives us their SRS, we’ll do this one!
· Is the document well formed according to the IEEE or A7 standard?

The group began with the A7 template and removed categories that were not relevant to the project (timing constraints, etc). Aside from these removed categories, the document follows the requirements of the A7 template.
· Is the document well constructed, formatted, and has it been spell checked and proofread?

The document looks good and was spell checked & proofread personally by a group member.
· Has the document been constructed by all group members and does its content reflect the views of all group members?

Yes. See the end of the document for approval sheet.
· Is the document appropriately flexible so as to be able to change to match changed requirements?

Yes. The document can be changed in order to meet changed requirements.
